5.2 (i) Grants: Carol McGrail confirmed that grants had been awarded, and an umpiring course had been subsidised,  It was hoped to support clubs and members further.

5.2.(ii) The 2006 accounts had been audited; Maureen advised the meeting that Carol had undertaken two roles: Chairman and Treasurer.

5.  Reports of Executive Committee, Schools, Leagues. 
These had been circulated prior to the meeting; Reports from Anne Spracklan (Regional Umpiring Secretary) and Edith Skelton (Chair of Epsom Little League) were read to the meeting.
Additional comments

(i)Joan Chipperfield reported that there were problems at the County League venue with clubs leaving the urn switched on and leaving litter.  
(ii)Angela Best reported that the Chertsey League was thriving, and offering friendly netball. 

(iii) In respect of the rally, Maureen commented that earlier notice would be given to clubs. 

(iv) There was considerable discussion about the movement between the Regional, County and local leagues, and the structure of the Regional adult and U16 leagues.  

(v) Maureen congratulated Wallington High School achieving 3rd in the National Schools competition, and Katy Holland being selected for England Netball National Camps.

(vi) Maggie Finch commented that the Surrey satellite and county academies were selecting the correct players for nominating up to the next level of trials.
The reports were proposed by Jackie Rowland, and seconded by Erin Merlin.

6. Report from Treasurer    
Carol McGrail confirmed that the SCNA accounts for both 2005 and 2006 had been audited, and she explained the accounts for 2007 in the absence of a Treasurer.  She proposed that a transfer of money to a high interest account would be made.  Grants had been awarded to support members on coaching courses, and expressed SCNA’s support for coaches who wished to go on UKCC courses which are expensive, and indicated that SCNA were interested in supporting clubs, leagues and individuals for the benefit of netball in Surrey.  She asked if clubs had any suggestions for new activities, such as shooting and defending workshops.  Maureen thanked Carol for her efforts with the accounts, but explained that a treasurer was needed.
The report was proposed by Angel Best and seconded by Erin Merlin. 

7. Affiliation Fees for 2007-2008

Chris Stephens explained the new national affiliation fees for the forthcoming season which increased senior fees by £1.50 and junior fees by £1.  This had been voted at the AENA AGM.  In view of this, SCNA had decided to reduce the Surrey element of the fee by 50p.

The reduction in Surrey fees was proposed by Louise Hall and seconded by Cheryl Boyce.

8.Elections 
All the current members of the Executive Committee were prepared to stand and as there were no other nominations, they were declared elected, proposed by Doreen Allen and seconded by Julie Drury.  (Note: Hazel Paige subsequently resigned as Welfare Officer as she was moving away from Surrey (post unfilled), and Gemma Dawson was coopted as Treasurer).    
9.  Election of Auditor 
Carol McGrail advised the meeting that Cheryl Spencer (chartered accountant) had audited the 2007 accounts.

11.  Presentation of Awards for County League

Gems were declared winners of the first County League season and were presented with a trophy.  The meeting congratulated them and wished them success in the Regional League.  Ark NC thanked Linda, Eunice and Joan for running the County League.  Highlanders, Pilkington and Capital Nuns would be in the play-offs for the places in the County League for next season.  Anne Spracklan confirmed that the Regional Play-Offs were cancelled as there was sufficient space for all relevant teams.

2. Terry Wilson advised the meeting that the Surrey U14 kit had been donated to players in Uganda.  Erin agreed to sort out the senior kit.

4.  It was confirmed that 20p per player is paid to the London and South East Region – this needs to be clarified with EN who should collect this fee from on-line payments by clubs.

5.  Mel Hinshelwood advised that SCNA stickers would be sent to every club member.
