Any team which fails to present themselves within 10 minutes of the agreed start time will forfeit the match, and the non-offending team will be awarded the points as winners by default.

Cancellation of matches: 
Please make every effort to attend all of your fixtures. If you need to cancel a fixture please ensure that you use the contact list provided to TELEPHONE the opposition to inform them of the cancellation. Also, please inform the league administrator (Patricia Balcombe surreyheathnetballclub@hotmail.com ) via email of any cancellations stating the name of the team that cancelled the match, so that the league table can be updated accordingly. 

If you cancel your match then the team cancelling will be responsible for providing (and paying) for 2 umpires to cover the match on the opposite court at the time you should of played. 
The team cancelling will also incur a 5 point penalty for not playing the fixture.
Any team/club that cancels 2 or more fixtures will not be allowed to enter the tournament/league the following season.
Timing 
Matches are 10 minute quarters, with a 3 minute half-time and 2 minutes between quarters (47 minutes in total). Unfortunately, due to the cost of the facility and court availability a longer period was not able to be booked for warm-up or cool down. 
I suggest matches start promptly at 5 minutes past the hour to allow time to get organised and on court. 7 minutes is then available to cover any injury time and for teams to leave the court area. Umpires are responsible for timing their own matches, however, as we are working to a tight schedule can all coaches and umpires please ensure that matches start promptly. If matches over-run due to teams not getting on court in time, the match time will have to be cut down as it is not fair that this should encroach on the next teams match start time. 

Umpires 
Each participating team in the League is responsible for providing an umpire for the match on the opposite court at the same time as their fixture. 
These umpires must hold a Netball Europe ‘C’ Award or above or be pro-actively working towards this award and have a recognised mentor with them during the match. All umpires & mentors must sign the result sheets on the day, a 5 point penalty will be incurred by the team providing the umpire if this is not done.
Affiliations 
All girls participating in the league must be individually affiliated to England Netball. 
Player eligibility 
Please note that all players must be born between 1 September 2002 and 31 August 2004 (school years 10 & 11). 
Requests to play a Year 9 player must be emailed 24 hours prior to the match for permission in writing to be granted. These students must be in a recognized Pathway set-up/Academy.
Any teams playing a younger student without prior permission will incur a 2 point penalty per match played.
A maximum of only 1 younger player (Year 9) may be used per meeting, penalty for playing more then 1 will incur a 2 point penalty per match.

If the match is being played as a friendly to make sure a match is still being played, then no penalties will be applied and the result will just be recorded as 15 – 0 to the opposition – team sheets still need to be filled in for records and put in the results envelope to confirm the final results. If the match is being played as a friendly then more than 1 Year 9 student can be used.
Results 
This season the process of recording the results has changed to try and make it easier and results being received in a timely manner.
The league will provide 7 envelopes (one for each meeting) and all result sheets must be put in the envelope after their match and I have done a rota below (this will be filled in after the schedule has been done) of who needs to post the envelope on Monday with all the results. If your sheet is not in there then the opposition will automatically be awarded the win due to failure to provide a completed result sheet.
Results shall be recorded and regularly updated on the U16 league pages of the Surrey

Teams will be awarded league points as follows: 
5 points for a win 
3 points for a draw 
2 points for within 5 goals (i.e. 40-36) 
1 point for over 50% goals scored 
0 for a loss 
Players’ Safety 
No jewellery is allowed (this includes body piercing e.g. tongue and belly).
Nails must be cut short and smooth. 
Medic alert bracelets most be taped safely. 
Additional Rules/Notes to start from 2019/20 Season

1. As Surrey clubs pay £4 of their affiliation fees to SCNA it was decided at the meeting that only clubs that affiliate through Surrey will be eligible to enter the pre-qualifying tournament. E.g. clubs from the Hampshire and Sussex counties are not permitted to enter Surrey U16 pre-qualifying tournament, if there are 16+ Surrey squads entered.  Their application should only be accepted if there is a shortfall of applications for league spaces.

2. It has been requested that there is a bank of umpires, that are centrally allocated to league fixtures and that clubs entrance fee includes those umpire costs for the season. Umpire Fee to be discussed for next season and then be added to the entry cost once teams have been confirmed.
Debbie Baker (Wey Valley & Cardinals) is happy to be Umpiring secretary for the first year.  It was suggested that the umpiring secretary role rotates between participating clubs.
3. Clubs have requested that pre-qualifying information/entrance forms are emailed, to the club contacts, as not everyone has access to facebook.
